
Military Retirees
Introduction:  Military Retirees is a new variable introduced in VetPop2001.    Table 10L contains estimates and projections of the number of living veterans by Age, Gender, Period of Service (Period), Date, and whether they were military retirees or not military retirees upon discharge.  Active duty personnel who serve for 20 or more years or are found to be disabled and satisfy certain service conditions are eligible for military retirement system benefits.

     Tables 10S and 10D contain estimates and projections of separations and deaths by the same variables.  

Sources and Methods:  The percentage of retirees at 9/30/2000 is determined by single year of age. The source of this information is the Valuation of the Military Retirement System 2000 from the DoD Office of the Actuary, pages C-18 and C-19, All DOD, column 6.  

Cautions:  The percentage military retirees for each single year of age are assumed to be the same for males and females at the base year. Thus, projected military retiree distributions by Period only reflect variations of age within Period.  Problems in the retiree distribution by Period may be mitigated by the relatively high correlation between Age and Period.  Since this is the first effort to include the military retiree status of veterans in the actuarial model, the data should be used with care.  The Office of the Actuary continues to research and test data and methodologies to improve these estimates.
