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What Is The Test For Hepatitis C Like?

· The test to see if you have hepatitis C is very simple and will only take a few minutes.

· Your VA Health Care Provider will take a small sample of your blood and send it to a laboratory.

· You will find out the results in one or two weeks.

Where Can I Get Tested?

· Any Veteran can get a test for hepatitis C.

· Call your local VA Medical Center for an appointment.

Can I Get A Vaccine If I Don’t Have Hepatitis C?

· There is no vaccine (or shot) that will keep you from getting hepatitis C.

· There are vaccines that can protect you from other kinds of hepatitis.
