	To build upon current rehabilitation research capacity within Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) by providing an opportunity for interested students to develop expertise in clinical research methods and designs.  It is expected that fellows in this program will assume leadership roles in rehabilitation research and clinical care after receiving their doctoral degrees.  Fellows are encouraged, but not required, to seek permanent employment within the VA healthcare system after completion of the fellowship program.  Students in allopathic or osteopathic medical schools are not eligible for this program.

	$18,750 for 12 month fellowship  (Starts October 1, 2004 unless requested and approved to start in August or September to coincide with the academic year.)

	· U.S. Citizen

· If a clinical health professional and eligible for licensure/registration, have a valid, unrestricted license to practice in at least one of the states or territories of the U.S. as appropriate for the profession (some applicants may not yet meet licensure requirements at time of application.)
· Classified as a doctoral candidate by October 1, 2004
· Have a dissertation research topic that is relevant to the needs of veterans with disabilities

· Have a dissertation proposal approved by the graduate school’s dissertation committee and the host VA facility’s Research and Development Committee by October 1, 2004
