1. The Office of Resource Management has reviewed and concurs with the submitted impact analysis associated with C&P’s proposed changes to the adjudication regulation regarding service connection of dental conditions for treatment purposes.  We have determined that there are no benefit costs or savings associated with the rulemaking.   

2. The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) proposes to amend its adjudication regulation regarding service connection of dental conditions for treatment.
