Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AN45

Title of Regulation: Responding to Disruptive Patients
Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking.
Background:  This document proposes to amend the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) regulation that authorizes appropriate action when a patient engages in disruptive or potentially disruptive behavior on the grounds of a VA facility.  The existing rule needs to be updated to reflect modern needs and ethical practices.    

Assumptions: The revised rule will authorize administrators of VA health facilities to modify the time, place, or manner in which VA provides treatment to such a patient, in order to ensure the safety of other patients, guests, and VA employees, and to minimize any interference with the provision of medical care.
