Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AN73

Title of Regulation: Health Care for Homeless Veterans (HCHV) Program

Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking.
Background:  This rulemaking would establish regulations for contracting with community-based treatment facilities in the Homeless Care for Veterans (HCHV) program of the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA).  It will also formalize VA’s policies and procedures in connection with this program, which is designed to assist certain homeless veterans in obtaining treatment from non-VA community-based providers. 

Assumptions: The goal of this initiative is to end homelessness for an estimated 131,000 veterans.  

Methodology:  A per diem of $60.00 per day and a variable length of stay will be negotiated with the approved community-based treatment facilities.  There will be approximately 30 - 50 FTE who will monitor the outreach and implementation of this program.  A budget has been developed based on the assumptions above and VA has already budgeted $20.0m for FY10 and $52.9m for FY11.  VA hopes to reach as many homeless veterans as possible with the allocated budget.  

Estimated Impact:  VA has already budgeted approximately $20.0m for FY10 and $52.9m FY11 to implement this program.
