Impact Analysis for RIN #2900-AN96/WP2010-071

Title of Regulation: Expansion of State Home Care for Parents of Veterans who Died

While Serving in the Armed Forces 
Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking. 
Background:   This rulemaking amends part 51 of title 38, Code of Federal Regulations, by making a technical change to conform Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) regulations to a requirement imposed by Public Law 111-246, “Expansion of State Home Care for Parents of Veterans who Died While Serving in the Armed Forces.”   

Prior to the enactment of Public Law 111-246, 38 CFR 51.210(d) required that, in order for a State home to be eligible for per diem for nursing home care, the home needs to maintain a specified percentage of veteran residents, and “[a]ll non-veteran residents must be spouses of veterans or parents, all of whose children died while serving in the armed forces of the United States.”  

This rulemaking will amend 38 CFR 51.210(d) by deleting the phrase “all of whose children died” and replacing it with “at least one child died”.    

Assumptions:  NA
Methodology:  NA
Estimated Impact:  There are no costs or savings associated with this rulemaking.  The rulemaking is merely expanding the criteria for a parent(s) of a veteran, to be eligible as a non-veteran resident in a State home.  This expansion will have no affect on the amount or number of per diem payments authorized by VA.
