VA-BIC Service Fees 
The Harry S. Truman Memorial Veterans Hospital and the University of Missouri currently provide significant financial resources for the operation of the VA-BIC which allows us to offer research investigators the use of these resources at a substantially reduced cost. 

Imaging services (Micro-CT/SPECT/PET/MRI) are currently provided at the rate of $100/hour for instrument use time charges for VA and MU investigators.  Radioisotopes, contrast agents, and specialized supplies will be billed separately. 

Studies performed outside normal business hours (8:00am to 5:00pm M-F) requiring VA-BIC personnel assistance will be billed at the rate of $150.00 per hour.  All studies performed outside normal business hours must be approved in writing by the VA BIC personnel and the VA or MU investigator prior to performing studies 

Imaging services provided to non-VA or non-MU affiliated persons will be charged at a rate of $400 per hour. 

Investigators who use the resources of the VA-BIC agree to provide appropriate account information and pay all charges associated with their studies in a timely manner.

In all cases, Investigators must include appropriate VA-BIC personnel in the authorship of all presentations and publications resulting from data generated by the VA Biomolecular Imaging Center. All publications, presentations, and abstracts that utilize data from this facility must also include the following: 

“We gratefully acknowledge the support provided by the VA Biomolecular Imaging Center at the Harry S Truman VA Hospital and the University of Missouri-Columbia” 

Failure to acknowledge the support of the VA-BIC, or VA-BIC personnel, will result in termination of all access to the VA-BIC facility, and use charges of $400/hour applied to all work performed on studies where appropriate credit was not delineated. 

Scheduling of VA-BIC Imaging Studies 
1. Studies are to be scheduled one (1) week in advance.  Any exceptions to this 
will be rare and limited to time available. 

2. Studies cancelled by the PI, or their designee, less than 24 hours within the time of the scheduled appointment will be billed $100.00. Any additional costs (including PET radiopharmaceuticals) resulting from orders that can not be cancelled will also be billed to the PI. 

3. Studies cancelled by the VA-BIC due to unforeseen circumstances (i.e.; equipment failures/personnel absences, etc.) less than 24 hours within the time of the scheduled appointment will be credited $100.00.  Any costs for PET radiopharmaceuticals resulting from orders that can not be cancelled will be charged to the VA-BIC, and will not be the responsibility of the PI. 

4. Normal business hours are 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. Monday – Friday.  Requests 
for services outside these hours will be billed at a minimum of $150.00 / hour.
