Droplet Precautions



What does it mean?


( You have germs that are spread through the air.  These may include influenza, pertussis, or some types of pneumonia.

What should you expect?


( You will be in a private room or with another patient with the same germ.


(  Everyone entering your room will wear a mask.

What can you do to help prevent the spread?


( You may only leave the room for necessary medical care.


( If you must leave the room, you must wear a mask.


( Use tissues and cover your mouth when you cough.


( Place used tissues in the container provided by the nurse.


( Wash your hands frequently after coughing or sneezing.

Can you have visitors?


( Yes, you may have visitors.


( Visitors must wear a mask when they enter your room.
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
