MEDICAL STUDENT PROCESSING CHECKLIST

Welcome to Wm. Jennings Bryan Dorn VA Medical Center.   The Dorn VA Medical Center works in close cooperation with the University of South Carolina School of Medicine to provide learning opportunities to third and fourth year medical students. The School of Medicine came into being in the late 1970s as one of the five newly created VA-based medical schools through the Veterans Health Coalition. The first MD degrees were conferred in 1981 to a graduating class of eight. Since that time, class size has risen to approximately 80 students, and our students are at or above national average in all areas. In FY07, approximately 120 medical students experienced training in various services at the Dorn VAMC.

	Complete entire form.  You will need to review the WJB Dorn Guide for Fellows, Residents, Associated Health Trainees and Students  and MCM-544-413 (Duties and Responsibilities of 3rd and 4th Year Medical Students) then initial proper items on student registration form.  

	
	5.  VHA Privacy Policy FY08 training certificate  (See NOTE below)

	6.  Cyber Security Awareness FY08 training certificate (See NOTE below)
