Instructions for Using the Census 2000 Data Tool

This online tool presents 2000 data by occupation and location. Here’s how to use it:

· Check OPM Occupation Codes. Check Residence, then click Next.

· Select National total, Counties, States, or Metropolitan Areas, then click Next.

· Select the desired geography; click Next.

· On the next page, select: 

- Sort by Codes

- Desired occupation

- Desired race/ethnicity groups (to match EEOC requirements, check Show Detailed Race/Ethnicity Groupings)

- Desired Output Option (generally Show Total)

· Then click Display Table.  

Note that the occupations are listed by Census job titles and codes, rather than the OPM titles and codes that we use.  To get the correct Census code, see the crosswalk at http://www.eeoc.gov/federal/715instruct/00-09opmcode.html.
