SCI Addition 

VA Medical Center, Syracuse, NY

PROJECT DESCRIPTION: This project was a high priority result of the CARES process.  A large gap in SCI beds in the northeast part of the country was addressed by locating a new 30-bed SCI at VAMC Syracuse, NY.  The SCI will be built in existing space within the main Medical Center Building.  An addition will be constructed, to relocate some functions that will be displaced by the new SCI, as well as others supporting the program.  A building that previously housed the laundry will be demolished to accommodate the new 6-floor addition of approximately 18,000 GSF per floor (Basement, Ground, 1, 2, 3, & 4th floor levels.)  The 4th floor of the existing building (34,000 SF) will be renovated for the new SCI with an adjacent 10,000 SF of SCI space located in the new addition for the therapeutic pool and solarium.
