3. $/GSF are construction unit costs at each State's capital location and are at the appropriate Boeckh Index as of Sept-Oct 2003.  The $/GSF Unit Cost can and will vary depending on the depending on actual location within the State, local economy, and the particulars of the site.
4. These unit costs, compiled from VA's historical cost database, are useful to obtain quick rough ideas of probable costs of potential construction alternatives.
