Project Description 

The Livermore VAMC realignment and closure initiative includes the following components:
EAST BAY PROJECT: VA plans to acquire a parcel of up to eight (8) acres in Alameda

County (East Bay) to construct a Community Based Outpatient Clinic (CBOC) that will

accommodate approximately 40 percent of Livermore VAMC's existing primary care,

specialty care, mental health and ancillary/diagnostic workload. The scope also includes

landscape, parking and other exterior revisions associated with the utility feeds, cabling and site work.
CENTRAL VALLEY PROJECT: VA plans to acquire a parcel of up to fourteen (14) acres in the Central Valley to construct an expanded CBOC and a 120-bed Nursing Home Care Unit (NHCU) that will accommodate approximately 50% of Livermore VAMC's existing primary care, specialty care, mental health and ancillary/diagnostic workload. Co-locating the proposed expanded Central Valley CBOC with a 120-bed NHCU on the same parcel will generate significant economies of scale due to consolidation of support services and ancillary/diagnostic activities. The scope also includes landscape, parking and other exterior revisions associated with the utility feeds, cabling and site work.

PALO ALTO PROJECT:  VAPAHCS will renovate a portion of the existing tertiary care facility at the Palo Alto VAMC to establish a Specialty Procedure Center (SPC) that will consolidate GI endoscopy, oncology/infusion center, angio/cardiac catheterization and other minimally invasive procedures into a single state-of-the-art procedure center.
