1. General Requirements
a. This is a scope of work for a Phase I archaeological survey of the __________, ___ Medical Center (or National Cemetery).  The approximately ___ acre campus is located at ________, __.

b. The purpose of the survey is to identify the presence of significant prehistoric or historic archaeological resources.  The survey will require a literature review, development of a cultural resources overview and context and appropriate level of field investigation (pedestrian survey for Phase I; shovel testing for Phase II; full excavation for Phase III) to determine the presence and significance of archaeological sites.  Testing will document previous disturbance.  A draft and final report will be required and will include a site sensitivity map show location of archaeological resources and areas of low, medium and high probability for archaeological potential. The report will include management recommendations.
c. The Phase I includes only – Describe the project location and impact, area to be surveyed, and general needs. 

d. Sites determined potentially eligible for the National Register may require additional testing and evaluation.  The archaeologist may be required to complete additional testing, data recovery or construction monitoring as an amendment to this scope.  Any additional work will be negotiated separately from this scope.

e. All artifacts discovered during this investigation must be properly inventoried and stored at an approved curation facility in accordance with Federal standards.  Copies of pertinent reports and photographs are to be provided to the State Historic Preservation Office, the VA’s FPO, and other appropriate repositories for archaeological information.
2. Specific Requirements

a. Professional Standards:  The archaeologist is responsible for ensuring that the Phase I Archaeological Survey, including survey methods, report format, and management recommendations meet professional standards including those established by the State of ____, the National Park Service, and the VA.  

b. Professional Qualifications: The Principal Investigator will meet the professional qualifications established by the Secretary of the Interior.
