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SECTION I � General



A.  Use of Program Guide:



	1.  The requirements in this program guide apply to new construction projects, and to renovation projects where the existing type finishes and door openings are not suitable for the intended use of the space involved.  Refer to VA Construction Standards (PG�18�3) for additional requirements.



	2.  Doors and hardware requirements are indicated by their respective door symbols and hardware set numbers in Section III of this program guide.  Additional requirements are shown in Section II, "Doors and Hardware".  For door frame requirements refer to VA Standard Details.



	3.  Finishes are scheduled in Section III for the floor, base, wainscot, wall, and ceiling surfaces for each room or space.  See list of finish abbreviations in paragraph b below.

	

		a.  Where a combination of materials are separated by the symbol "/" i.e. GWB/CMU, AT/(GWB), etc., the designer shall select the appropriate materials from those listed on the basis of project requirements and cost and shall detail and specify only the selected materials in the project documents.  The "/" indicate the option of materials listed.  Where a combination of materials separated by the symbol "�" i.e. GWB�W, etc., indicates an additional material finish or modification.



		b.  The following are abbreviations used for materials and codes throughout the room finishes, door, and hardware schedule.  The A/E shall coordinate any additional abbreviations, per project requirements, with the construction documents.

B.  Other Requirements



	1.  Safety Glass:  Refer to Architectural Design Manual and Architectural Standard Details 7 and 7A.



		a.  There are three (3) types of safety glass required in Interior Spaces, these are:

	

			(1) Wire Glass ("W") in steel frames shall be used in the following areas:



				a)  Observation Windows in fire rated partitions and smoke partitions.



				b)  Vision panels in fire rated doors and smoke doors.



			(2) Laminated Glass ("A") shall be used as vision panels in doors and observations windows in the following areas:

	

				a)  Mental Health Unit



				b)  Alcohol and Drug Nursing Units



				c)  Isolation Rooms in M. S. and N. Nursing Units

	

			(3) Tempered Glass ("T") shall be used in all other Observations Windows and Doors with vision panels, including side lights.



		b.  In non�sprinklered buildings requiring fire rated corridors, all glazing between rooms and corridors shall be wire glass in steel frames.



	2.  Partition Requirements



		a.  Room partitions and corridor partitions shall generally have a single layer of 5/8 inch fire rated gypsum wallboard (GWB) attached to a metal stud system with additional finishes as shown in this Program Guide.  Other partition construction shall be provided where more stringent fire, safety and security requirements dictate the use of other materials.



		b.  For Security Requirements for various partitions see VA Construction Standard CD�49, "Physical Security Requirements and Options".



		c.  For partitions requiring Sound Attenuation, see VA Construction Standard 34�1, "Noise Transmission Control".



	3.  Corner Guards:  For Corner Protective Guard requirements, see Architectural Design Manual "Handrails, Bumper and Corner Protective Guards".



	4.  Stairways:  In stairways use Molded Rubber Treads on stairs and Resilient Tile (VCT) on floor landings and rubber tile on intermediate landings except for stairs exposed to the weather or those in strictly utilitarian areas such as shops, boiler plants, etc.

		

	5.  Wall Protection at Drinking Fountains and Lavatories:  Provide vinyl wall covering behind Drinking Fountain Alcoves where wallboard or plaster finish occur and behind lavatories and end walls in patient bedrooms, examination rooms, treatment rooms, etc. at a minimum 50 inches wide (or terminating at the nearest inside corner.  The vinyl wall covering shall go from base to ceiling.
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
