1.  APPROVAL OF CRITERIA



	Criteria approved by Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) on October 18, 1973.





2.  DEFINITION



	a. A Substance Abuse Clinic is a special medical outpatient program which provides for the care and treatment of drug dependent veterans no longer needing inpatient care.



	b. A variety of treatment methods are employed, including individual and group therapy, psychiatric counseling, methadone maintenance, and social and vocational rehabilitation techniques.  The clinic is staffed by a variety of professional and ex-addict counselors, offering a range of medical and counseling services.

5.  DESIGN CONSIDERATIONS



	a. Figures 202.F1 and 202.F2 provide the intrarelationships of functions within the Drug Dependence Treatment Clinic.



	b. Figure 202.F3 provides a matrix showing the interfunctional relationship between the Drug Dependence Treatment Clinic and other services where considerable traffic can be expected.



	c. The Substance Abuse Clinic, if located in a Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) hospital, should be on the first floor to prevent the patient from traveling through much of the hospital.



	d. Pharmacy requirements for this program can be found in Chapter 268, Pharmacy Service.  This pharmacy space will be part of the inpatient pharmacy area, provided the clinic is in a hospital.  If the clinic is in a community facility, pharmacy space will be determined on an individual project basis.
