3. Maintain minimum 12 air changes per hour in  minor OR (Trauma room) with 100% exhaust. �

4. Maintain positive pressure in minor OR at all times.�

5. Dedicated HVAC system for evaluation and emergency areas including minor  operating rooms for 24 hour operation. �

6. HVAC system for minor OR and Trauma room to be constant volume, 100% exhaust with individual room temperature control. No individual room humidity control is required. Only conventional overhead air distribution is required unlike regular OR. �
