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1 Introduction

The purpose of this document is to provide an inventory of interfaces that may be required by the proposed Integrated Financial Accounting System (IFAS) project. This document provides an overview of interfaces, including systems and data formats, which the IFAS solution will need to address. 

1.1 Background

FLITE History.  The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) has a critical need for an integrated financial and logistics capability. Such a capability supports the VA strategic goal to deliver world-class service to veterans and their families through effective communication and management of people, technology, business processes, and financial resources. This capability also supports the President’s Management Agenda (PMA), with its strong emphasis on managing costs to improve results, and also supports VA’s ‘OneVA’ initiative.

In the late 1990’s, VA began an effort to develop an integrated financial and logistic integration initiative for use in approximately 1,000 financial and logistics offices across VA. In the ensuing years, implementation of an enterprise financial system to consolidate VA's existing Financial Management System (FMS), VHA's Integrated Funds Distribution, Control Point Activity, Accounting and Procurement (IFCAP) system, the Automated Engineering Management System/Medical Equipment Reporting System (AEMS/MERS), the Generic Inventory Package (GIP), in addition to at least 24 other systems, was attempted. Ultimately, this effort was terminated in July 2004, leaving the need for an integrated financial and logistics system unfilled.  

FLITE Mission.  The Financial and Logistics Integrated Technology Enterprise (FLITE) Program is the initiative to replace FMS and the current logistics systems. The mission of the FLITE Program is to standardize functional processes and modernize the information technology (IT) environment that supports financial and logistics management within VA.    

FLITE Program Guiding Principles.  The approach used by the FLITE program builds on the lessons learned with previous initiatives and is summarized in a set of key guiding principles.  These guiding principles, approved by VA leadership, are a set of key policy statements intended to provide focus, establish standards, prescribe essential characteristics to be achieved, and describe the overarching framework within which the FLITE Program will be managed.

· People, Process and Tools, in that order, remain the three main areas of focus. 

· Leadership Involvement at all levels is paramount. 

· Standardization and Simplification of processes and data will be critical up-front work.

· Effectiveness and Efficiency in the areas of finance and logistics must be substantially improved as a result of the FLITE Program.

· Accuracy and Relevancy of generated data and reports must be achieved.

· Affordability and Compatibility remain prerequisites for IT solutions and systems implemented.

· Inclusion of the workforce and Interoperability of IT systems will be required.

· Security of data and Reliability of the IT systems implemented will be assured.  

· Ubiquity, or essential connectivity everywhere it’s needed and ability for simultaneous use on a large scale will be an inherent aspect of system implementation.

· Ease of Use will be a major consideration in system selection.

· Mindfulness of the Past will assist in avoiding previous pitfalls.

FLITE Objectives.  The long-standing objectives of the FLITE Program are: 

· Address the existing material weaknesses in VA’s current financial systems and improve VA’s financial accountability

· Improve service to veterans by reducing financial and materiel waste across VA

· Provide timely, consistent and reliable financial, logistics, budget, asset, and related information for management decisions

· Integrate and standardize financial and logistical processes, business practices and data throughout VA to improve insight, understanding and data exchange

· Standardize tools and automate systems used in similar lines of business within VA
· Upgrade key legacy systems 
· Reduce training, maintenance, testing, and operational costs
IFAS Business Requirements.  In October 2007, the VA contracted with TeamSMS to analyze and document business process, requirements, and interfaces for the Integrated Financial Accounting System that is part of FLITE as a precursor to developing and releasing a RFP. During this time the VA and TeamSMS participated in a combination of highly productive meetings, numerous individual conversations, and the review of various existing documents, resulting in this report as well as several other deliverables. 
1.2 Scope

This document describes the interfaces of the VA’s financial management system (FMS) along with supporting documentation to understand the nature of the interfaces. During the course of gathering and documenting the knowledge contained herein, we became aware of additional interfaces that may impact the IFAS project. Rather than loose this information, it was added to the document, and hence the scope also includes our understanding (incomplete) of new and associated systems.  It also provides an analysis of the interfaces with respect to their impact on the IFAS project.
This document does not cover the following items that could be perceived as interfaces:
Reports that are not used as input to another financial system. Many such reports exist (perhaps thousands) and may need to be rebuilt, but the nature of changing the financial management solution and associated database will require that all in-use reports will need to be rebuilt.
Personal extracts and databases. Many personal extracts and databases have been created to improve productivity by groups or by individuals. While some of these may be desired in the future, it is not within scope to discover or document them.
1.3 Purpose and Audience

This interface inventory report provides an exhaustive list of interfaces that the IFAS solution must support once it is implemented.  This document is intended to be used as a guide for:

Developing a request for proposals (RFP)

Understanding project scope

Developing test procedures

Software analysis and development activities

The audience of this document includes the following major stakeholders:

· Business owners of IFAS within the FLITE program office

· Technology owners of IFAS within the VA CIO office

· IFAS project team

· IFAS Integrated Product Team (IPT)

· Software vendors involved with IFAS

· Professional services vendor(s) implementing IFAS

· VA leadership

· Section 5 – FMS:  This section covers all of the interfaces between FMS and other systems. 
· Section 6 – Other Interface:  This section describes additional interfaces that were discovered during the analysis that may impact IFAS.

3 Interaction Overview
Managing the finances of an organization as large and complex as the VA requires numerous tools and processes. Today, the VA has many special purpose systems that contain financial data integrated together by both manual and automated processes in order to provide consistent and accurate information to the VA’s management team. This section provides an overview of the current interaction between the various systems that use or maintain financial data.
The diagram below shows a very high level view of the VA systems that hold and manipulate financial information. It is meant to classify the systems based on their purpose or location. This will allow a discussion of the characteristics of these system types and provide some background as to how they interact.

Figure 3‑1 – Interaction Overview
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3.1 Corporate Systems

The VA utilizes many corporate systems that hold and manipulate financial information. Some of these systems are specific to an administration, while others cross some or all administrations. These systems are deployed in diverse locations, with some being centralized (for example PAID/OLDE), others being regional (for example Chapter 31), and still others having multiple deployments to support separate concerns (for example AACS – deployed both for the VHA and also for the VA/CIO). Many of these systems are legacy mainframe applications, while others are modern web-based applications.
Interfaces have been established between many of these systems and FMS in order to insure a consistent, integrated financial system. The interfaces with FMS take the form of files that are transferred to FMS for processing, and files that are transferred from FMS to these systems. None of these systems depend on real-time integration with FMS. Instead they rely on batch-oriented processing that takes place on a regularly scheduled basis, generally not less than a day between scheduled runs.
3.2 Facility Systems

Medical center facilities are treated in a special way within the VA’s infrastructure. This is because medical centers require a large number of clinical and financial systems to operate and many of these systems must have a real-time integration in order for the medical centers to operate in a highly efficient manner. To support these needs, the VA developed the Decentralized Hospital Computer Program (DHCP) which was enhanced by the Veterans Health Information Systems and Technology Architecture (VistA). Today, the VA has begun modernizing VistA through the HealtheVet initiative, but this is still in its infancy. The majority of the current facility systems are implemented on the VistA platform.
VistA is a platform that supports applications for VA medical centers. There are literally hundreds of applications that run on it, providing both administrative and clinical functionality to support the VHA’s mission. VistA is deployed at more than 150 locations that are primarily medical centers. Each deployment has a common set of applications as well as potentially several site specific applications (class III applications).

Technically, the VistA platform has the following characteristics:

The user interface to VistA applications are screen or scrolling text based.

Applications are built in the interpreted language MUMPS.
All applications share the same address space, allowing access to other applications through API, routine calls, and data access.
Simple database functionality is provided by the FileMan application which supports CRUD (Create, Read, Update, Delete) operations against individual files that contain sets of records.

Locking of files/records to prevent synchronization issues is performed programmatically.

From an interface perspective, VistA applications interact with external applications in a variety of ways including via files and direct connections. Internally VistA applications interact with one-another by using APIs, routine calls, and FileMan. Internal interactions are generally documented through Database Interaction Agreements (DBIAs). Interaction between VistA applications and FMS are controlled by two gateway applications. Generic Code Sheets (GECS) is used by VistA applications to compose and send messages to FMS. GECS also contains a user interface to build messages manually. Integrated Funds Distribution, Control Point Activity, Accounting, and Procurement (IFCAP) is a VistA application that (among many functionalities) retrieves all incoming messages from FMS and distributes them to the target application.
The VistA platform is meant to provide real-time integration between the many administrative and clinical applications that support the VHA medical centers without needing real-time access to centralized resources. For financial data, it provides intra-day information in real-time for the various applications. During this time, a change to the financial or vendor data will result in a change being created and sent to FMS as it occurs. These FMS updates will then be processed at the end of the day and a report of its success/failure will be provided back to the sending application. Failures are manually resolved by VA personnel.
3.3 FMS
FMS is a corporate system that is the official system of record for the General Ledger (GL) and other financial management information for the Department of Veterans Affairs. For the purposes of this document, it has been separated from the other corporate systems because it is being replaced as part of IFAS. 
FMS is a mainframe based application that provides batch oriented processing for transactional updates and report generation. Interfaces with other systems are processed via jobs generally executed at most once per day according to a set of schedules. Incoming messages are transmitted to FMS in a well documented file format (dataset). These messages are then processed and applied to the FMS database by the appropriate job(s). Outgoing messages are created by execution of jobs that extract, filter, and transform the FMS data. They are then transmitted to the external systems. 
4 Interface Analysis

4.1 Overview

Overall, the interface approach used between the various systems that hold financial data makes sense with respect to the throughput requirements. In the past, it is unlikely that support for real-time interaction with FMS was physically possible given networking and processing constraints for an estimated 5,000 FMS daily users, 75,000 IFCAP daily users, and a monthly volume of 40 million general journal records. This led to a hybrid design where the medical centers got the real-time access to their own financial data as they required, while the rest of the VA was updated with these changes daily. 

The interaction between FMS and most other systems is relatively straight forward. Files are sent in and processed by jobs on a regular basis. Jobs also produce outbound files via various reporting and extract facilities. The file formats of these interfaces are defined and documented, as are the job schedules. This document is intended to consolidate and present these systems, interfaces, and formats. IFAS will fully replace FMS, so if IFAS supports the interfaces documented for FMS on the same schedule, the result should be consistent. However, there are some interface jobs that do more than just produce or consume a file. In the system definitions we have included a description that identifies such cases, so that the IFAS interface to these systems can included the additional functionality. 
The various centralized and regional systems were built with the understanding that FMS was the source of record for financial data and that they would only be able to transfer updates to and from FMS on at most a daily basis. Because of this it is expected that if IFAS provides interfaces that match FMS, there will be little or no impact on these systems. 
While the other areas appear to be fairly self-contained, VistA applications are not nearly so simple. This is because VistA applications are intended to provide real-time integrated information and IFAS is expected to replace or move various VistA application functionality (including their data and hence the system of record) into a centralized solution. The simple daily interface between VistA and IFAS will not suffice when a user modifies payables in IFAS and needs immediate access to them in a VistA application. Many interfaces between IFAS and VistA may have to become real-time, although the data exchanged will probably not change significantly. It is also likely that the VistA applications that are expected to be replaced (in whole or in part) will still be deployed, just that the nature of the application will change. The inter-application interaction includes both database file access as well as routine/API calls. To support this going forward, there are two options: change all of the integrated applications or change the replaced application to feed the data to and from IFAS in real-time. Changing all of the applications that may call a replaced application is a much more significant undertaking, so the likely approach is to change the replaced application into a conduit. This approach seems to be what SAM (Strategic Asset Management project that is part of FLITE) is taking for the interim vendor file management. They intend on updating the vendor file on each deployed VistA/IFCAP in real-time, leaving the file and interfaces there, but turning off the ability to perform updates from IFCAP.
4.2 Level of Effort

The level of effort to implement the various interfaces will directly affect the time required to build IFAS and ultimately its cost. The set of interfaces can be divided from a level of effort perspective into four groups: 
FMS.DOC.x Interfaces 
Extracts and Reports 
Complex Interfaces 
Other Interfaces 

The FMS inbound document transaction interfaces (FMS.DOC.x) are used by most systems sending messages to FMS. They are reasonably well documented and therefore should not require a large investment in time or effort per interface. In addition, many of the formats are actually duplicates of other formats, further reducing the effort necessary to build them.
Extracts and reports are the primary way that FMS provides data to other systems. Each extract or report is unique, and will require at a minimum a new query to be built to support it, since the database implementation will change. The level of effort for these will depend on the data needed and how easy it is to find it within the IFAS system’s data model. It is expected that these will require on average, a moderate effort per interface.
Most of the interfaces of FMS are reasonably simple. However, the ChampVA and Central Fee interfaces will require significant effort to build as they provide integration with treasury systems as well as FMS. In addition, modifications to the VistA applications (IFCAP, GECS, and indirectly interfaced applications) will likely be complex since these applications supply public interfaces that are used by a large number of other applications within VistA.  It is expected that the analysis and development of these interfaces will require a significant amount of effort.
There are a small number of interfaces that are not included in the groups above. These interfaces will probably require a moderate effort per interface to fully analyze and implement.

4.3 Personal Reports and Extracts
During the discovery and analysis of the many systems that FMS interacts with, it became clear that there are many reports and extracts generated from FMS that are used by groups or individuals during the process of performing their work. While the discovery and documentation of these pseudo interfaces is not within the scope of this document, it will likely be very important to recognize that many of these may need to be redeveloped for a smooth transition to IFAS. While it is unlikely that this will be part of the set of requirements for the IFAS vendor, it may be wise to build time into the schedule for staff to build needed reports and queries, as well as require support from the vendor to assist them.
4.4 Deployment Plan Impacts

The success of the FLITE/IFAS is probably affected more by the deployment plan than any other aspect of the project. The interface inventory task has highlighted the requirement that IFAS will need to interface with many other VA systems on a regular basis to provide mission-critical financial data throughout the VA. In order to ensure the error free functioning of these interfaces, the deployment plan must take into account the implementation of these interfaces, testing and monitoring of them, and an approach to repeal them should the need arise. The deployment plan must also minimize the risk posed by the solutions employed so as to avoid a repeat of the problems that plagued previous efforts. We believe that it is imperative that the VA provide at least a set of requirements and/or service level agreements (SLAs) within the RFP for the IFAS product that address the deployment plan. Leaving this critical approach for a vendor to define is a recipe for disaster, since the vendor will likely not have proper incentives and knowledge of VA history to propose an appropriate solution.
In its current state, the deployment plan covers how to roll out IFAS for use by the various organizations within the VA to minimize risk. While this is a valid approach, it assumes a simple view of the complex web of VA financial systems. Here are some questions that the deployment plan must answer in order to fully address the interactions between the various VA systems:

At which point does the interface with PAID get activated and used? This is not a simple question since PAID is used by many VA organizations and this system has a bi-directional interface.  This same question can be asked of other systems that will interface with IFAS.
How will the solution support end of year reports (or outbound interfaces that require data from all locations) when IFAS is only partially deployed? Some of the organizations will be using pre-IFAS systems and some will be using IFAS for financial data entry since deployment will take more than a year to complete. During this time, the IFAS and FMS solutions must not only co-exist, but be integrated and provide at least the same functionality as the current solution does for all areas of the VA.
How will data provided over interfaces be validated against the current feeds from FMS? It is not enough to simply validate that IFAS can take each data feed independently, because as identified in the FMS job schedule, the order that the interface jobs run is critical to a valid result. 
During national deployment, a bug is discovered in one of the interfaces (or underlying data model) because of an unusual situation that was missed during testing. How will this risk be mitigated so as not to affect the organizations already fully deployed?

After partial deployment, a major bug is discovered that will require significant time to fix. How will the system be “undeployed” in a quick and risk free manner?

How and when will data migration occur? Many interfaces depend on summary data that must have a complete data set. 
4.5 Implementation Impacts

Aside from the requirements that the interfaces documented in this report be supported, it is useful to recognize that the support and maintenance of this many interfaces will be a significant amount of work. In order to minimize this maintenance work, it may be wise to include a number of additional functional requirements. Below are a number of additional functionalities that should be considered for interface maintenance.
Runtime detection of interface errors. Report generation errors, format interpreting errors, and other errors that can be detected by the system should be automatically detected.
Interface monitoring/dashboard. Maintenance personnel should be able to easily determine the status of the interfaces with other systems. This should include both the real-time status and trend analysis to support both immediate needs and forecasting/planning needs.
Alerting for interface failures. An alerting facility that alerts systems administrators/etc when there is a failure with an interface is needed to provide timely responses.
Interface job scheduling. For the existing FMS system, an ordered schedule of jobs is maintained to insure that interfaces are executed in the proper order. Job scheduling will be needed to duplicate this functionality, but could also be used for scheduled maintenance.
Interface activation/deactivation. During the deployment (and possibly after) of IFAS, it may be necessary to manipulate the state of various interfaces to other systems. Requiring this functionality will help to make the system more able to back-out deployments.
4.6 Accuracy

It is important to note that this document is the culmination of numerous meeting, conversations, analyzed documents, and various other sources. While it is not the intent to miss any interfaces that are considered in scope, it is certainly possible that this happened due to missing or invalid information provided to Team SMS. It was not possible within the tight schedule and people constraints to fully validate all information gathered.

It is also important to note that while the set of interfaces defined here are complete as of this time, the VA is an ever-evolving organization. Within the course of the IFAS project additional systems may be defined or existing systems replaced. The level of effort involved in interfaces to/from these systems is unknowable at this time.

5 FMS
FMS is a Department-wide financial management system designed to automate and integrate VA accounting systems and comply with Congressional mandates and oversight agency directives. FMS is a single financial accounting and reporting system delivering financial services and information to all organizations in the VA. FMS helps meet the government-wide objectives for Federal Financial Systems, including implementation of the Standard General Ledger, and the standards required by the Federal Managers’ Financial Integrity Act. FMS consists of an implementation of CGI’s FFS software for most financial processing and reporting. 

The scope of IFAS calls for the complete replacement of FMS with a COTS financial management system. In order to meet this goal, the interfaces between FMS and external systems must be documented. This section contains details of the systems, interfaces, and formats that FMS interacts with. All major systems are covered, but the myriad of custom user generated reports and extracts are not. The diagram below shows a context diagram of the systems that interface with FMS. Systems that are post fixed with a minus are soon to be replaced, while those that are post fixed with a plus are not yet fully deployed.
Figure 5‑1 - FMS Interfaces Context
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5.1 Systems

FMS interacts with a large number of systems following a consistent process for both incoming and outgoing data. Each day, a set of jobs is executed in an order defined by a specific job schedule. Some of these jobs process incoming data files and store the results in the FMS database. Other jobs extract or build reports from the FMS database and write the results to data files. Generally speaking, outgoing data files are automatically transferred via FTP to destination systems where they will be processed by the receiving system. Incoming data files are transferred to the FMS system for processing by the sending system. Each of the systems identified in Error! Reference source not found. is described below, including a basic overview of its interface with FMS and pertinent information related to the FLITE project.

5.3 Formats

5.3.38 FMS.DOC.AL

This is and allowance format type that FMS receives. Each message contains allowance and associated allotment and sub-allotment information.

This is an architect and engineer order format type that FMS receives. This is a type of miscellaneous order, so it mirrors the FMS.DOC.MO format type. It contains order information including line items, payment terms, delivery information, etc.

5.3.190 FMS.DOC.ZR

This is an ALAC cash receipt format type that FMS receives. It is a type of cash receipt, so it mirrors the FMS.DOC.CR format type. It contains fund, totals, account, and other receipt information as well as line item information including revenue sources, budgeting information, check information and transaction references.
5.3.191 FMS.F820

FMS generates the daily activity by account classification code (F820) report. The Daily Activity by Account Classification Code Report (RBEACCV) provides a Fiscal Year-to-Date Summary of transactions that update General Ledger (G/L) Accounts 4610 (Allowances Available for Obligation), 4650 (Expired Authority - Distributed to Station), and 9902 (Suballowances Issued - Debits) for specified funds.  Beginning and ending Fiscal Year-to-Date Summary balances are provided for each Station, Beginning and Ending Budget Fiscal Years (BFYS), Administration/Staff Office (A/O), Fund, Account Classification Code (ACC), Object Class combination, as well as a list of transactions with activity in G/L Accounts 4610, 4650, and 9902.
5.3.192 FMS.F827

FMS generates the Monthly Detailed Accounting Transactions (F827) report. The Monthly Detailed Accounting Transactions Report (RGLMDAV) displays the opening balance for a Station/Treasury Symbol/General Ledger Account combination and all transactions that processed successfully (have a document status of Accepted) by Station, Treasury Symbol, General Ledger (G/L) Account, Limitation, Program/Analysis Account, Administration/Staff Office (A/O), Document Transaction Code, Document Number, Document Line Number, Batch Number, and Transaction Date. Limitation and Program/Analysis Account information, are included in the report for accountability accounts (Account Types 44, 47, 48, 58, 59, 78, and 79). The report also lists the G/L Account Name, Document Transaction Type, Acceptance Date, Reference Transaction Code, Reference Document Number, Reference Document Line Number, and either Debit Amount or Credit Amount. G/L Accounts with no activity for the month are displayed with their opening/closing balances and an indication of no activity. The report also provides Limitation net activity subtotals and G/L Account net activity subtotals, and it lists the closing balance for the Station/Treasury Symbol/G/L Account combination.

5.3.193 FMS.F829

FMS generates the accepted documents (F829) report. The Accepted Document Listing by Station (RGSADLV) consists of two sections: an Accounting Station section and a Submitting Station section.  The Accounting Station section of the report displays all transactions that have processed successfully in a day (i.e., that have a document status of accepted) by Accounting Station, A/O, Submitting Station, Transaction Code, Transaction Number, Line Number, Batch Number, Vendor Code, and User ID.  Vendor Name and Invoice Number are also displayed, as well as Scheduled Date for payment transactions.  In addition, the Accounting Station section displays the Amount for each transaction in either the Payment column, for selected Transaction Code/Transaction Type combinations, or in the "All Other" column.  Payment subtotals are provided for each Transaction Code, and Payment Totals are provided for each station.
5.3.194 FMS.F830

FMS generates the monthly cost and FTE by BOC (F830) report. The Monthly Cost and FTE by BOC Report (RGLCFBV4) consists of three sections.  The first section, the Cost Center Detail Section, lists Current Quarter Total Costs and FTE, Fiscal Year-to-Date Total Cost and FTE, by Administration/Staff Office (A/O), Program Category, Program Class, Fund, Station, Budget Fiscal Year(s), Cost Center, and Budget Object Code (Object class = 10 and > 13).  This section also lists the Budget Object Code (BOC)/Sub-Object Code Name.  In addition, this section provides Object Class, Cost Center, Station, and Fund subtotals.

5.3.195 FMS.F887

FMS generates the obligations by organization/program (F887) report. The Obligations by Organization/Program Report (RPEOOPV) consists of three sections. The first section, the Cost Center Detail Section, lists Current Month Obligations and FTE, Current Quarter Obligations and FTE, and Fiscal Year-to-Date Obligations and FTE by Station, Budget Fiscal Year(s), Administration/Staff Office, Fund, Organization/Account Classification Code, Satellite Station, Cost Center, Budget Object Code, and Sub-Object Code.  This section also lists the Cost Center, Budget Object Code, and Sub-Object Code Names.  In addition, this section provides Budget Object Code, Object Class, and Cost Center subtotals and Organization/Account Classification Code totals.  

5.3.196 FMS.F889

FMS generates the analysis of open documents (F889) report. The analysis of open documents report displays the number of open documents (open lines for all Document Types except Travel Advances; open Travel Order, Advance Number, Travel Type combinations for Travel Advances) in each Age Category, including a total for all Age Categories, for a Station, Document Type (Advances, Receivables, etc.), Fund, Budget Fiscal Year(s) (BFYS) combination.  A total of all open documents for a Station, Document Type, Age Category (including a total for all Age Categories) combination is displayed.  Additionally, a summary displaying the number of open documents in each Age Category, including a total for all Age Categories, is produced for each Station, Document Type combination, followed by a total for each Station, Age Category, and a total percentage of open documents in each Age Category for a Station.  Finally, the calculation for a composite age is produced and the Station’s rank in comparison with all other Stations is displayed.  VISN is also displayed for each Station.

5.3.197 FMS.F97D

FMS generates the rejected documents (F97D) report. This contains the batch, document and line identification for the rejected documents.
5.3.198 FMS.FE97

FMS generates the rejected and accepted documents (FE97) report for VALERI transactions. This contains the batch, document and line identification for the rejected documents.
5.3.199 FMS.FQTRAVEL

This is a PAID frequent traveler vendor format type that FMS receives. It contains vendor information including address, id, type, bank info, and indicators.
5.3.200 FMS.VRQ

This is a vendorizing request format type that FMS receives from IFCAP via GECS. It contains information to add or modify a vendor including name, address, and tax id.
5.3.201 FMS.VTXT

This is a voucher text table record that FMS receives from CHAMPVA. It contains information to match EOBs and payment vouchers sent by CHAMPVA.
5.3.202 GDX.EXP

FMS extracts and transmits expenditure messages to GDX.
5.3.203 IFCAP.DCT
FMS transmits the document confirmation transaction message to VistA IFCAP. It contains positive and negative acknowledgements of messages that were transmitted from VistA (via GECS) to FMS. One message will include acknowledgements for all applications in VistA that transmitted messages via GECS to FMS. Each message contains acknowledgements for a set of documents, identified by transaction code, transaction number, and batch number. For each document there is acknowledgement of each line also.
5.3.204 IFCAP.REC

FMS transmits the sub allowance transaction message to VistA IFCAP. It contains adjustments to control point balance due activity that has been directly entered into FMS, including fund, organization, category, amount, and program class.
5.3.205 IFCAP.VUP

FMS transmits the vendor update message to VistA IFCAP. It contains updated vendor information including vendor code, address, and several indicators.
5.3.206 IRS.1099

FMS extracts the 1099 tape records that are then sent to the IRS. These records contain different data based on the record type, but may include payer information, payee information, transmitter information, amounts, and control information.
5.3.207 KLF.EXT

FMS extracts and transmits information to KLF/FCDM.
5.3.208 LSC.VUP

FMS transmits vendor updates to LS&C.
5.3.209 MINX.GL

FMS extracts and transmits GL data to the MINX system.
5.3.210 PAID.JOB

FMS extracts and transmits job stream messages to PAID.
5.3.211 PAID.PRL

PAID transmits the payroll data messages to FMS.
5.3.212 PAID.TT95

FMS extracts and transmits PAID tt 95 messages to PAID.
5.3.213 TREAS.101

FMS sends miscellaneous EFT payment messages (AM) to the US Treasury on schedule 101. 
5.3.214 TREAS.102

FMS sends extra EFT payment messages (AM) to the US Treasury on schedule 102.
5.3.215 TREAS.201

FMS sends transportation EFT payment messages (AT) to the US Treasury on schedule 201.
5.3.216 TREAS.301

FMS sends corporate EDI payment messages to the US Treasury on schedule 301.
5.3.217 TREAS.302

FMS sends CTX payment messages to the US Treasury on schedule 302.
5.3.218 TREAS.401

FMS sends miscellaneous EFT (no check, EOBs), extra (no check, EOBs), and Central FEE vendor checks (w/wo check, w/wo EOBs) payment messages to the US Treasury on schedule 401.
5.3.219 TREAS.402

FMS sends ChampVA payment messages to the US Treasury on schedule 402. This includes checks, check and EOB, and no check and EOB information.
5.3.220 TREAS.501

FMS sends FEE miscellaneous check (TT) payment messages to the US Treasury on schedule 501.
5.3.221 TREAS.601

FMS sends CTX EDI payment messages to the US Treasury on schedule 601.
5.3.222 TREAS.SACK

FMS accepts schedule acknowledgement messages from the US Treasury. This message confirms the receipt and preliminary validation of the schedule.
5.3.223 TREAS.CX

FMS accepts treasury check information messages from the US Treasury. It contains the status of check and EFT payments that were made by the VA using the treasury. This file contains the vendor, check/EFT identification, status, and confirmation information.
5.3.224 TREAS.CVAVOUCH

FMS sends the ChampVA voucher message to the US Treasury. This file contains a summary of the detailed check/no check provided in the treasury schedules for ChampVA transactions.
5.3.225 TREAS.FACTS

FMS builds the monthly FACTS messages for the US Treasury. This file contains the most recent closed month general journal and the previous year to date general journal.
5.3.226 TREAS.VOUCH

FMS sends the voucher message to the US Treasury. This file contains a summary of the detailed check/no check transactions provided in the treasury schedules. This does not contain any ChampVA transactions.
5.3.227 VALERI.VUP

FMS builds and transmits the VALERI vendor update file to VALERI. It contains vendor information including address, ID, Type and payment hold.
5.3.228 WINRS.REC

FMS builds and transmits the WINRS reconciliation file to WINRS. It contains check reconciliation information including the check, dates, cancellation code, and reason code.
5.3.229 WINRS.VUP

FMS builds and transmits the WINRS vendor update file to WINRS. It contains vendor information including address, id, type, and payment hold.

6 Other Interfaces

During the course of analyzing and discovering the interfaces between FMS and other systems, a number of interfaces were identified that indirectly may affect the IFAS project. While it is not within the scope required for this document, these interfaces have been documented in this section so as to provide a clearer understanding of financial interactions at the VA. The information in this section is not considered complete and in most cases has not been reviewed for accuracy. Further analysis of these interfaces should be considered as needed.
