HOW DO YOU STOP SOMEONE FROM DRIVING DRUNK?
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TAKE HIS KEYS FROM HIM

Here are some hints on how to get the keys from a drunken person before he can drive:

· Be calm. Joke about it. Make light of it.

· Make it clear that you’re doing him a favor by taking his keys.

· Find his keys while he is distracted and take them away. He’ll probably think he’s lost them and will be forced to let someone else drive.

· If it is a close friend, be soft and calm with him.  Speak to him privately and suggest that he let someone else drive, or take a cab or a bus.

· If it is a good friend, spouse, or loved one, refuse to get in the car with him. Tell him you will ride with someone else, take public transportation, or walk.

· If you don’t know him well, speak to his friends and ask them to help get the keys.

· If possible, do not embarrass the person or be confrontational.

REPORT DRUNK DRIVERS

The following may be signs of drunk driving:

· Weaving

· Driving with windows rolled down in cold weather

· Passing dangerously

· Straddling the center line 

· Making wide turns  

· Driving slowly 

· Tailgating 

· Forgetting to turn on headlights.

If you see a driver doing these things, report the car along with its description and location to the police or sheriff.  The driver may be ill or intoxicated and should not be on the road.
