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Conductive Hearing Loss:  occurs when sound does not move efficiently through the outer and middle ears, including the ear canal, eardrum, and the tiny bones of the middle ear.

Sensorineural Hearing Loss:  occurs when there is damage to the inner ear or to the nerve pathways from the inner ear to the brain.  It is sometimes called “nerve” hearing loss.

Central Auditory Processing Disorders:  occurs when the brain is affected by injury, disease, tumor, heredity or unknown causes.  This disorder may not involve hearing loss, but it involves the way sound is processed or picked up.  In other words, you can hear, but you may not always be able to understand “speech.”
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
