LEARN ABOUT MEDICAL TREATMENTS BEFORE YOU SAY YES…

All treatments have benefits and risks.  To learn more about them you may want to ask your Health Care Provider:
1. What is the recommended treatment?  Are there other choices?

2. What are the chances the treatment will work?

3. What are the expected results?  When will I see them?

4. What are the risks?

5. What are the benefits?

6. Are there any side effects?  (Most treatments have them.)  What can be done about them?

7. Is the treatment painful?  How can the pain be controlled?

8. What happens if I choose to have no treatment at all?

9. How much does the treatment cost?  Will my health plan pay?

Once you have the answers to these questions, you might want to make a chart of “Benefits and Risk” to help you decide if the treatment is right for you.
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
