· Master’s degree in social work from a school accredited by the Council on Social Work Education (CSWE)

· Classification as a doctoral candidate 

· Dissertation research proposal that is relevant to the needs of VA patients and is approved by the applicant's graduate school dissertation committee and the host VA facility’s research review process
