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What information should be included in debarment referrals relating to VAAR 809.406-2?

The 8127 Debarment Committee will only accept referrals from VA officials.  All referrals must include sufficient supporting information for the 8127 Debarment Committee to warrant review by the Committee, such as:

· The allegation of misrepresentation as a veteran-owned or service disabled veteran-owned small business and/or the violation of the limitations on subcontracting requirements of actions awarded under VAAR Subpart 819.70
· The identity of business concerns involved in the allegations

· The identifying information for any solicitations or contractual actions relating to the allegations

· Copies of relevant documents that support the allegations

· Whether anyone else has reviewed the allegations, and if so, copies of those complaints or recommendations for debarment

· Contact information for the VA official making the recommendation

The 8127 Debarment Committee will not review unsupported allegations.  The serious nature of debarment and suspension requires that these sanctions be imposed only in the public interest for the Government’s protection and not for purposes of punishment.
