       On January 24, 2004, Thomas J. Hogan was appointed to the position of Deputy Assistant Secretary (DAS) for Human Resources Management. Mr. Hogan directs the second largest and most complex human resources management program in the Federal government.  He is a key advisor to the Secretary of Veterans Affairs and other senior level management officials on matters relating to VA’s human resources management policies, programs, practices, and applicable laws and regulations as they apply to nearly 226,000 employees. He has overall responsibility for leadership of the Office of Human Resources Management (OHRM).


Mr. Hogan assumes the post after serving for 13 years as the Director, Management Support, in Veterans Health Administration (VHA).  He provided support to the Under Secretary for Health on a broad range of human resource management programs and policies, including the VHA Executive Resources Board and VHA Performance Review Board.  Mr. Hogan received the Presidential Meritorious Executive Award in 1999.  

     Mr. Hogan began his VA career in 1972 as a Personnel Management Specialist at the Syracuse, NY VA Medical Center. He subsequently served as a Personnel Management Specialist at the VA Medical Centers in Pittsburgh, PA, and Miami, FL, before being appointed Personnel Officer of the Beckley, WVA, VA Medical Center.  He was named Personnel Officer of the VA Medical Center in New Orleans, LA in September 1977, and served in that role until joining the Management Support Office in August 1981.
     Mr. Hogan graduated from the University of Massachusetts in 1971. Mr. Hogan is married and has two children, and resides in Northern Virginia.
