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Deno Verenes was named Director, Office of Administration (O/A) on August 20, 2001.

In his position, he manages a staff of approximately 145 individuals.  Mr. Verenes oversees the day-to-day activities of the Office responsible for a wide range of administrative support services to VA employees.  Local services include the human resources (HR) functions of employment, compensation, employee relations, benefits, career transition, and career development within the HR community; and the operation of the VACO building as well as administrative support to all VACO employees in satellite locations.  Nationwide, the Office of Administration oversees the Department’s Occupational Safety and Health, and Workers’ Compensation programs, provides guidance and assistance to facilities in their audiovisual needs, the implementation and oversight of the transit benefit program, the processing of executive correspondence (White House bulk mail), and protocol matters affecting the Department.  His most visible responsibility while in the Office of Administration was serving as Associate Project Executive for the recently completed joint VA/GSA Prospectus-level renovation of the Veterans Affairs Headquarters Building.  This modernization project is the largest of its kind ever undertaken to date by the General Services Administration’s National Capital Region.

Mr. Verenes has been employed with the Department of Veterans Affairs for his entire 27-year career, and has held positions both in the field and in VA Central Office.  He received a Bachelor of Arts degree from the University of Georgia in 1975 and Master of Arts degree from Webster University in 1976.  Mr. Verenes is a member of the Leadership VA Class of 1990; a 1992 graduate of the Federal Executive Institute’s Leadership for a Democratic Society program; and he has studied at The Brookings Institution.

In April 2002, Mr. Verenes was presented with the Secretary’s Commendation for his leadership efforts in planning the “VA Day of Giving” which raised funds toward the relief efforts of victims and family members of the September 11th tragedy.  In September 2000, Mr. Verenes was presented with the Secretary’s Special Contribution Award for his leadership role in the successful implementation of the VA’s Transit Benefit Program.
