One VA Quarterly Report

The following information is provided as the first quarterly One VA report for the “Colorado 

Team:” 

· A planning meeting was held in Denver on August 19, 1999 and included the directors of the VA Rocky Mountain Network (VISN 19), Denver VARO, NCA Western Area and Denver VAMC.

· A primary contact person for each VA organizational element in the Denver metropolitan area was identified and a meeting for these representatives will be scheduled in the near future.  Organizations include the VA Rocky Mountain Network Office, VARO, NCA Area Office, Ft. Logan VA National Cemetery, Denver VAMC, Denver Distribution Center, Health Administration Center, Western Area Readjustment Counseling Service Office, and Denver Regional Office of Public Affairs.

· A One VA presentation will be included on the agenda for an upcoming Executive Leadership Council meeting within the VA Rocky Mountain Network.  Participants will include VA directors from several VA organizations in the Denver area.

· A multi-state conference on veterans issues is being planned and a One VA segment is being considered for the agenda.

· The Director of the Denver VARO has compiled a comprehensive “Resources Directory” for veterans and this was distributed to all VA organizations in the Denver metropolitan area.  It will also be made available to external stakeholders, such as county service officers, state veterans affairs office directors, and county service officers.   The directory includes VA references, names and phone numbers of community care providers, other federal government service providers and other VA information.  

· We are addressing items identified in our action plan and will provide an update in a future report.
