Being one of the four founders of this annual program, Miller has had the
pleasure of watching it grow over the years into the national event it has become
today, with Veterans attending from across the United States.

This event allows Miller and other Veterans with disabilities to share each
other’'s company and exchange ideas about how to deal with the daily challenges
they face.

Before this event, Miller never considered himself a golfer, but now he
practices throughout the year to maintain his skills and improve his game. He
enjoys everything about the TEE Tournament and believes that the more people
who attend, the better it will become.
