1.	The first item on the agenda was old business.


(a) Minutes of Last Meeting


The 5 February 1996 TIWG Routine Meeting minutes were approved.


(b) Section 5.10 of the IM/IT Strategic Plan


No comments stated concerning this issue thus far.  A draft copy is being put on the FTP site.  Input requested within the next week.


(c) Chairman of the TIWG


COL Seidel is the official chairperson.  Gary Jewell is the stand-in for Seidel. LTC Ferrel recommended that subcommittees to the TIWG be formed.


(d) Emerald City


No formal document exists endorsing Emerald City as a concept.  It was recommended that a letter be written defining Emerald City (TBD).


2.  	The second item on the agenda was DNS Issues.  Two separate issues were combined.  There is a DNS fix (for SCO ODT 3.0) compiled BIND 4.9.3 located on the anonymous ftp server linux1.med.osd.mil in the /pub/unix sub directory.  The fix will apply to CHCS.  There is also a fix to Davis-Monthan.  There is a rogue site issue still not fixed.  No problems at individual sites need to be solved.  However, the Army has a DNS problem which needs a corporate solution.  A DNS subgroup is being formed to provide a set of procedures to be followed. These will be recommended to the TIWG. 3.	The third item on the agenda was an information briefing on MHSS Urban Legends, given by Emory Tate, Northrop Grumman.  The purpose of this briefing was an attempt to debunk some common myths.  In reference to Security Issues (p. 11, NOS Briefing), C2 Certification is interpreted to mean NCSC Certification or its equivalent.  It was suggested that when using the term “C2”, its context should be defined to prevent further perpetuation of misunderstanding.


4.  	The fourth item on the agenda was a briefing on Network Operating System Issues and Evaluation Plan, given by Natasha Hawkins, Northrop Grumman (via teleconference).  Northrop Grumman is working on a white paper and will give a status update by 1 April 1996.


5.	The fifth item on the agenda was the Network Security Initiative.  No handouts were provided.  A subcommittee is being formed to begin the implementation of network security.  Funding is needed for this study.  Grumman is providing the architecture to form the basis for this study, but a team is being formed to oversee and direct this.
