Minutes of the TIWG Routine Meeting held 6 May 1996.


This meeting was a routine meeting under the Technical Integration Working Group (TIWG) charter.  A list of the attendees is included at the end of this document.

1.	The first item on the agenda was old business.


(a)  Minutes of Last Meeting


The 1 April 1996 TIWG Routine Meeting minutes were approved.  An electronic copy of these minutes is available on the HA/OA ftp server (ftp://ftp.ha.osd.mil/pub/TIWG/0596/min0496.doc).


(b)  Domain Name Service Issues


David Leapley advised that the DNS subgroup has not yet met.  Nancy Ross is researching documentation with Northrop Grumman support to look into C2 certification and minimum requirements issues for network security.  The group plans to meet within the next 30 days.  General discussion resulted in a consensus that a service-wide standard for firewalls is necessary.


Mr. Fisher gave an update on DNS.  He advised that a draft US Army MEDCOM DNS proposal was available on the on the ftp server.  The document is available as ftp://ftp.ha.osd.mil/pub/TIWG/0596/min0496.doc.  This proposal addresses issues of concern including security, reverse name services, firewalls, zone transfers, Distributed Host Configuration Protocol, and provides some short term and long term recommendations.  He requests that members review the document and a formal briefing at a future TIWG.


2.	The second item on the agenda was a DII COE Overview & Status Update presented by Ms. Cindy L. Hopkins of DISA.  The purpose of this briefing was to provide an overview of COE and to answer any questions by the Services as to the implications of COE to MHSS.  The COE briefing covered COE concepts, components, and the architecture.  DISA recommended that MHSS define their infrastructure services, the preferred method of accessing data, common support applications and segments in order to create a Medical Variant of the DII COE.  A follow-on workshop, open to the TIWG forum, was planned to review specific technical aspects of the briefing.


3.	The third item on the agenda was an information briefing on Defense Message System Overview, presented by Jerry Bennis of DISA, the Deputy PM for DMS.  The Defense Message System is the DoD standard electronic mail solution.  DMS is intended primarily to provide electronic mail and organizational messaging and to replace AUTODIN and proprietary e-mail solutions.  Issues discussed included security (use of the Fortezza card), DISA infrastructure in providing different message transfer agents, developing DMS fielding priorities, DMS-compliant products, and COE-compliance.


4.	The fourth item on the agenda was an information briefing on CEIS Architecture Study Results presented by CEIS architect Mike Mauro, working for Colonel Gail Maestas, Army Nurse and Program Manager of the CEIS program.  She works for the Surgeon General of the Army.  CEIS is a Joint project to build a corporate executive information system for the MHSS.  The purpose of the study was to see if the Army’s architecture was a viable approach.  The CEIS mission is to provide automated technology to support the resolution of health care management problems within the MHSS.


5.	The fifth item on the agenda was the Network Operating System (NOS) Evaluation presented by Natasha Hawkins of Northrop Grumman.  The purpose of the briefing was to update the TIWG on the status of the NOS evaluation.  Northrop Grumman was tasked by DMIM TI&S to compare the features, functions and capabilities of NOS and OS candidates.  The discussion identified recommendations and the Services raised issues and concerns with the evaluation and the recommendations.  A follow-on VTC teleconference was tentatively scheduled for Monday, 20 May, to resolve conflicting technical information and to discuss issues and concerns surfaced during the briefing.


6.	The final agenda item was New Business and Future Agenda Items.  One agenda item, a presentation by the Computer Accommodations Program (CAP) folks is currently scheduled for the June TIWG.  A briefing on Fortezza and MISSI by NSA was also requested by the Army.


Read-aheads for the June briefings are due to DMIM, TI&S by COB Thursday, 30 May, 1996.  Read-aheads will be posted to the ftp server as they are received.
