1.      The first item on the agenda was Old Business.


     


         (a)    Minutes of Last Meeting

         (b)    Network Security Subcommittee Report





          This report was presented by Nancy Ross, chairperson of the subcommittee.  The first topic of discussion was TCP/IP wrappers.  Paul Ferrel has requested more information from the subcommittee regarding this issue.  He was informed that a firewall is needed for TCP/IP wrappers to be put in place.  Mike Fraser explained that TCP/IP wrappers are generally used in combination with firewalls, but are effective when used without a firewall.  He recommends that TCP/IP wrappers be established on every machine in the domain before the firewall is installed.  Dave Leapley made a motion to put out policy memo to recommend to all services, down to the sites, that they implement TCP/IP wrappers.  Nancy Ross stated that TCP/IP wrappers are public domain and must be approved under AR25-1.  Larry Ruh will take the action of examining this article as it pertains to the subject in question.  


         Nancy informed the workgroup about the sites that the subcommittee has chosen to examine through security site surveys.  They are:





Army:        Tripler (Large), Fort Sill  (Medium), Fort Leonardwood (Small)


Navy:         San Diego (Large), Pendleton (Medium),  Bremerton (Small)


Air Force:  Brooks (Large), Travis ( Medium),  Kirtland ( Small)





         Nancy needed to identify and obtain information about who she can use as POC’s for each of the Services.  The group gave her Hung Phan for the Navy, D. Espanoza for the Army, and Capt Pike for the Air Force.  


         Maj Peters has been appointed as the MHSS Security Manager.  He will present a Security Operations briefing at the next TIWG meeting.





          (c)   DNS Subgroup Report





         A brief update was given by Emory Tate on the status of the subgroup..  At the last TIWG meeting, Grumman was tasked to look at the scope of DNS issues, narrow the focus, and define the product that will come from the subgroup.  Grumman found that organizational problems vastly outweigh technical problems.  Most of these organizational problems arise from the fact that  the Services each have their own vertical communications organization, making it difficult to devise a unified approach.  The recommendation is to try to create a MHSS DNS aliasing schema which is the same for all services.  Grumman will turn this tasking over to LTC Paul Ferrel and his DNS group.





         (d)   Object Technology Position Outcome





         James Reardon accepted the approach and the position.  There is an MHSS object technology paper in review for approval and signature by Dr. Martin.  This paper directs services to immediately add Object Technology methods and tools to execute MHSS life cycle.  It was agreed that, if implemented, it must be an enterprise wide program.  





         (e)   Operating System Evaluation





         An Operating System Policy memo approved by Mr. Reardon is expected to be signed by Dr. Martin later this week.  A read-ahead was provided at the meeting for perusal by TIWG members.





2.       The second item was a briefing on  Centralized Credentials Quality Assurance System (CCQAS) presented by LT Edwin Rosas.  LT Rosas explained what CCQAS is, why they have it, how they got there, where they are in the development stage, and where they are going.  CCQAS will be deployed in 2 phases.  Version 1.0, a stand alone system, has gone to 454 sites worldwide including Reserves and National Guard.  This version uploads data to headquarters while Version 2 is a client-server central database.  Version 2 alpha deployment is expected in December of this year.  


         Dave Leapley called for the action of inquiring with NPDB as to why they can only be reached by modem.  LT Rosas will work with Dave and Dr. Vivian Chen for the purpose of exploring why NPBD does not have an Internet address. 





3.       The next item was Discussion of Upcoming Agenda Items.  Since the first Monday of September is Labor Day, it was agreed that the TIWG meeting will be held on the following Monday, 9 September.  Read-aheads will be due by close of business Thursday 5 September.  The following items were suggested and agreed upon for the September’s meeting:  1)  A Security Operations briefing from Maj Fred Peters.  2)  A DISN ATM brief by Gary Edwards of DISA (with a follow-on DISN far-term briefing regarding the new DISN contract at October’s meeting).  3)  A MEDNET Briefing by LTC Paul Ferrel.





 4.      Other New Business:  There will be a few changes implemented in the TIWG meeting structure.  Agenda topics will be organized by whether they are for information only, information for decision at the following TIWG or the current TIWG, or a back brief from an outcome of  a decision made at the previous TIWG.  This will help attended focus on what needs to be reviewed prior to the meetings.  For each agenda topic, there will also be an explanation about why that particular item was chosen for discussion (e.g. it is going to PRB within the next week).  Also, there will be a technical briefing format for those programs coming to the TIWG for oversight purposes.





5.       The last item discussed (actually the third item on the agenda) was Primetime III Phase 4.  CAPT Boland presented a slide which showed the process that has now been approved by the MHSS IMPC.  PACMEDNET is the foundation for this operation.  The objective of Primetime II Phase 4 is to create an electronic theater medical record, transport this record to anywhere that it is needed, and reduce the administrative workload in manipulating the transformation of the information.  There is a requirements environment, an applications environment, and a technological environment.  GCCS and GCSS are providing a technical foundation to assist in responding to rapid changes, the ability of the application to meet its needs, and the definition of requirements.  CAPT  Boland will brief the TIWG again when a more technical perspective is obtained.  He is working with Mr. Leary on business planning.  Work on actual connections of the system is being conducted at Fort Gordon.
