	(b)      Minutes of Last Meeting





	The 5 August minutes were approved pending the following changes suggested by Maj Alford:  


In the Security Subcommittee Report under Old Business, Brooks should be changed to Lackland for the 


large Air Force site to be studied through site surveys.  Maj Alford also explained that Travis is a large 


site, not a medium site.  Travis will still be studied, and therefore there will be two large and one small


(Kirtland) Air Force sites studied instead of one large, one medium, and one small as originally planned.





	(c)      Update on Security Operations





	Eric Ratliff presented a brief update for Maj Peters, who will brief the TIWG at the 7 October 


meeting.  The following short to mid term tasks are currently being worked on by Maj Peters:  1)  


Cleartext passwords, 2) Identification of firewall criteria and considerations.  There will be a bulletin


on the Security Alert Homepage between now and the 7 October meeting with guidelines for considering 


and installing firewalls.  3)  Work with the infrastructure team (Col Stapley and Richard Binkley) and 


a visit to San Antonio scheduled for the end of October.  4)  Site Assessments:  The TRICARE Support Office in Denver was visited from 8-12 July and a security assessment was performed.  The methodologies used for this assessment will be used as a prototype for future site visits.  These methodologies will be discussed with the TIWG Security Subcommittee when they resume action following the current brief hiatus.
