Dear Residency Applicant,

The Hematology/Oncology Specialty Residency with the Texas Tech University School of Pharmacy and Dallas Veterans Affairs Medical Center is a 12-month program designed to develop specialized skills in hematology/oncology pharmacotherapy while providing opportunities for didactic and clinical teaching and clinical research. The residency core rotations utilize the RLS approach to enable the resident to master each of the disease states established within the ASHP Practice Standards for a Specialized Residency in Hematology/Oncology Practice in order to provide a strong base in fundamentals.  Elective rotations are tailored for the resident to meet individual career goals.  The primary practice site is provided through our Dallas VA Medical Center. Required rotations include Hematology/Oncology consult Service (6 months), Stem Cell Transplantation Service (2 months), and Chemotherapy Preparation & Dispensing (1 month). It also includes longitudinal Hematology/Oncology Out-patient Service. Elective rotations are available in Pediatric Hematology/Oncology/BMT, Hospice Care, Drug Development, Drug Information, and Infectious Disease. 

Residents will gain teaching experience through serving as primary preceptor for 3rd and 4th year Texas Tech School of Pharmacy Pharm.D. candidates and through participation in the 3rd year problem-based learning course.  Residents are required to complete a research project and submit a manuscript suitable for journal publication by the end of the residency.  Additionally, residents will provide in-service presentation to hematology/oncology team or nurses. Requirements for the hematology/oncology specialty residency include completion of a pharmacy practice residency & eligibility for pharmacy licensure in Texas.  Interested applicants should submit a letter of interest, including professional goals & objectives, 3 letters of recommendation, official transcripts, curriculum vitae & completed Texas Tech and VA application forms by January 6, 2004 to:
