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Housing Specifications

A Funding must only to create individualized rooms
A Must meet requirements of 38 CRF 61.80 including Life Safety Code

A Room characteristics

A The minimum square footage for the private bedroom and private bathroom combined is 120
square feet

A The bathroom must include shower and/or tub, sink and toilet

A Neither the bedroom nor the bathroom facilities may be shared (e.g., no shared sink area outsid
the toilet room)

A Rooms with partial walls are not acceptable
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Housing Specifications

A Completed capital project will not result in-tesing vacated congregate housing
space for GPD beds

A Expectation is that GPD homeless Veterans would not be placed in beds in that space in the
future indefinitely;

A Unless the space is later improved consistent with (or better than) the standards described in thi

A Upon completion of the project, GPD beds in shared spaces must be reduced and
GPD beds in private rooms must be increased
