
Supportive Services for Veteran Families (SSVF) Program
Waiver Request to Reduce 60% Rapid Re-housing TFA Requirement

The goal of the U.S. Department of Veteran Affairs’ (VA) Supportive Services for Veteran Families (SSVF) Program is to promote housing stability among very low-income Veteran families who are literally homeless or at imminent risk of literal homelessness. SSVF grantees offer a range of short-term services that include outreach, case management, assistance in obtaining VA and other public benefits, and temporary financial assistance (TFA).  Some examples of TFA include rental assistance, security deposits, moving costs, and utility assistance, among others. 

Grantees are required to use a minimum of 60 percent of their TFA budget to serve very low-income Veteran families who are either:

(i) homeless and scheduled to become residents of permanent housing within 90 days pending the location or development of housing suitable for permanent housing, as described in Sec.  62.11(a)(2); or
(ii) have exited permanent housing within the previous 90 days to seek other housing that is responsive to their needs and preferences, as described in Sec.  62.11(a)(3). 

Both definitions above specifically describe households who would be eligible for rapid re-housing services.

Waiver process

As per section V.B.5.i. of the 2012 NOFA, grantees may request a waiver to reduce this 60 percent minimum to a minimum of 40 percent of TFA funding to be used to support rapid re-housing financial assistance, with (up to 60% of the TFA) balance available for participants at imminent risk of homelessness as defined in Sec.  62.11(a)(1).  This waiver may be requested when/if grantees can demonstrate significant local progress towards eliminating literal homelessness among Veteran families in their target service areas. Waiver requests must include data from authoritative sources such as annual Point-In-Time (PIT) count and Housing Inventory Count (HIC) data collected by a Continuum of Care (CoC) and submitted to HUD, evidencing decreased demand for emergency shelter and transitional housing relative to SSVF assistance available in the CoC geographic area. Please complete the chart and narratives below to demonstrate that adequate resources currently exist to house homeless Veteran families, and/or to demonstrate a significantly reduced need for rapid re-housing services for homeless Veteran families in your local CoC(s).

4. Demand for SSVF Rapid Re-Housing and SSVF Capacity
