Title: 
Update to NFPA 101, Life Safety Code for State Home Facilities
Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking. 
Background:  This rulemaking document proposes to amend regulations which set forth a mechanism for paying per diem to State homes providing nursing home care to eligible veterans.  Under regulation, VA pays per diem to a State for providing nursing home care to eligible veterans in a facility if the Under Secretary for Health recognizes the facility as a State home based on a determination that the facility meets the standards set forth by regulations.    The standards set forth minimum requirements that are intended to ensure that VA pays per diem for eligible veterans only if the State homes provide quality care.  
Currently, the regulations require State home facilities to meet certain provisions of the National Fire Protection Association's NFPA 101, Life Safety Code (2006 edition).  This document updates the regulations to the current edition (2009 edition) of the NFPA code.  This change will assure that State home facilities meet current industry-wide standards regarding life safety and fire safety.
