Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AN63/WP 2009-030

Title of Regulation: Per Diem Payments for Veterans Evacuated from a State Home to a Non-Recognized Facility during an Emergency

Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking.
Background:  Per Diem is the VA established daily rate paid to a State for providing specified levels of care to eligible veterans once a facility is officially recognized by VA and maintains certification.  Currently, VA stops per diem payments when a veteran is evacuated to a facility that is not recognized by VA as a State home.  This rulemaking would authorize VA to continue to pay per diem payments when veterans for whom VA is paying per diem are evacuated during an emergency from a State home to a facility that is not recognized by VA as a State home, if the director of the VA medical center of jurisdiction recognizes the emergency and approves the State home’s response.

Assumptions: Certain recent emergencies have established the need for the rulemaking.

Methodology:  NA

Estimated Impact:  This rulemaking will not have an economic impact.  We are simply implementing statutory provisions into VA regulations and there are no associated costs/savings to VA.
