Impact Analysis for RIN AO54/WP2011-070
Title of Regulation: Technical Revision to Part 53 - State Veterans Homes Regulations
Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking.
Background:  VHA recently changed its organizational structure, and this rulemaking updates VHA regulations to reflect these changes.  Specifically, this rule updates delegations of management and operations duties for State Veterans Homes to the Director of the new Office of Geriatrics and Extended Care – Operations.  These duties were formerly delegated to the Chief Consultant of the Office of Geriatrics and Extended Care.
Cost Benefit:  This rulemaking promotes efficiency in program operations by aligning the Code of Regulations with VHA’s current organizational structure.  There are no costs associated with this rulemaking.
