Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AP04 
Title of Regulation: Updating Certain Citations in VA Medical Regulations.

Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking. 
The Need for the Regulatory Action:  To ensure the accuracy of VA’s regulations, VA is updating all of its cross-references and authority citations in 38 CFR part 17.  VA is also updating the authority citation for 38 CFR part 43.  Virtually every section in part 17 has been amended, often more than once, since part 17’s initial publication in November 27, 1948, originally codified as part 25 in 38 CFR’s first publication in 1938.  13 FR 7155 (Nov. 27, 1948).  As regulations within part 17 were amended, regulations that cross-referenced the amended regulation were sometimes inadvertently not updated to reflect the new section number.  In addition, statutes cited within our regulations, or as the authority for certain regulations, have been renumbered since part 17’s initial publication. 

The current authority for 38 CFR part 43 is 38 U.S.C. 501, 1712.  The Act of 1996 removed the statutory authority for outpatient care from 38 U.S.C. 1712.  Outpatient care is now covered under 38 U.S.C. 1710.  However, the statutory authority for part 43 is not 38 U.S.C. 1710.   

Therefore, VA is amending its medical regulations to correct these oversights.  VA is only amending the citations and authorities as stated in this rulemaking.  VA is not making any substantive edits to the content of the sections amended by this rulemaking.

Estimated Impact:  We have determined that there are no costs or savings associated with publication of this rulemaking.  This rulemaking is merely updating cross-references and authority citations to conform to current statutes.  
Assumptions and Methodology of the Analysis: The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) is making technical amendments to its medical regulations by updating the statutory authorities identified in certain sections where those statutes have been renumbered or where the authority citation is inaccurate for other technical, nonsubstantive reasons.  VA is also updating relevant cross-references to other Code of Federal Regulation sections where such references are outdated or incorrect.
