
 Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AP08 
Title:  Schedule for Rating Disabilities; Dental and Oral Conditions
Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking.  
Background:  The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) is issuing a rulemaking to amend its adjudication regulations regarding  the 38 CFR Part 4,  Schedule  for Rating Disabilities for the Dental and Oral Conditions. 
This amendment is necessary to ensure VA’s applicable regulatory section is consistent with the current medical science and terminology. The purpose of these changes is to incorporate medical advances that have occurred since the last review, update current medical terminology, and provide clear evaluation criteria for application of this portion of the rate schedule. The proposed rule reflects advances in medical knowledge, recommendations from the Dental and Oral Conditions Work Group, which is comprised of subject matter experts from both the Veterans Benefits Administration (VBA) and the Veterans Health Administration (VHA) and comments from experts and the public gathered as part of a public forum held in January 2011. 
Estimated Cost:  There are no costs associated with this rulemaking. 
Results: Compensation Service has reviewed the rulemaking and has determined there are no costs associated with this rulemaking. This rulemaking seeks to clarify in regulation the current medical terminology, incorporate medical advances, and provide updates to and provide clarity of the rating evaluation of the VA Schedule for Rating Disabilities (VASRD) that address dental and oral conditions.  The proposed rulemaking does involve some changes in the dental and oral conditions rating levels of evaluations and some modifications to name, notes, and/or rating criteria structure.  Even so, there will be no associated costs. 
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
