Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AP33
Title of Regulation: Technical Corrections to 38 CFR Part 3

Purpose:  To determine any economic impact of this rulemaking.   

Background:  The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) amends Part 3 to correct a number of typographical and referential errors.  This rulemaking corrects the following technical errors:  

1) On December 2, 2005, VA published at 70 FR 72211 a final rule deleting 
38 CFR 3.5(e) and adding 38 CFR 3.10.  Paragraph § 3.10(e)(3) regards payment information for surviving spouses in receipt of Dependency and Indemnity Compensation (DIC) and clearly contains an erroneous cross reference to § 3.351(f), which regards death pension.  VA corrects the  technical error through this final rule by replacing the cross reference to 
§ 3.351(f), with § 3.351(e), the correct paragraph regarding DIC.
2) On September 30, 1997, VA published at 62 FR 51274 a final rule re-

designating 38 CFR 3.105(h) as § 3.105(i).  However, the cross reference to former § 3.105(h) in 38 CFR 3.655(c)(4) was not correctly updated to reflect this re-designation.  VA corrects the error through this final rule by replacing the reference to § 3.105(h) in § 3.655(c)(4) with the correct reference, § 3.105(i).
3) On December 29, 2006, VA published at 71 FR 78368 a final rule 
re-designating 38 CFR 3.1000(a)(4) as § 3.1000(a)(5) and adding a new paragraph § 3.1000(a)(4).  Regulatory references to former § 3.1000(a)(4) in §§ 3.1000(b)(3), (c)(1), and (f), and 38 CFR § 3.1003(a) and (a)(2) were not updated to reflect this re-designation.  VA corrects these errors through this final rule by replacing references to § 3.1000(a)(4) in §§ 3.1000(b)(3), (c)(1), and (f), and § 3.1003(a) and (a)(2) with § 3.100(a)(5).

Assumptions/Methodology:  VA has determined that three references cited in these regulations were erroneous, or have been changed, replaced, or otherwise re-designated.  
Estimated Impact:  There are no costs and/or savings associated with this rulemaking.  VA is merely correcting typographical and referential errors to conform to current VA practices.
