Title of Regulation: Mailing Address of the Board of Veterans’ Appeals

Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking. 

The Need for the Regulatory Action:  The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) is amending its regulations on representation of claimants and the Rules of Practice of the Board of Veterans’ Appeals (Board) to update the Board’s mailing address and titles of certain individuals and offices at the Board to whom mail is addressed.  These amendments are necessary because of a mailing address change and to ensure that correct titles of certain individuals and offices at the Board are reflected in the regulations.  The legal authority for promulgating the regulation is 38 U.S.C. 501.  

Estimated Impact:  These regulatory changes will not have an economic impact.  We are only updating the Board’s mailing address because of new centralized mail procedures and updating the titles of certain individuals and offices to whom mail is addressed to ensure they are current and correct.  Therefore, there are no costs and/or savings associated with the regulatory action.  

Assumptions and Methodology of the Analysis: Because VA is only updating the Board’s mailing address and updating the titles of certain individuals and offices to whom mail is addressed to ensure they are current and correct, this regulatory action does not result in an economic impact.
