Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AP16

Title of Rulemaking:  Schedule for Rating Disabilities; The Genitourinary Diseases and Conditions.

Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking.

Statement of Need:  The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) is withdrawing VA’s proposed rulemaking, published in the Federal Register on July 28, 2017 (82 FR 35140), which proposed to amend its regulations related to the VA Schedule for Rating Disabilities (“VASRD” or “Rating Schedule”) 38 CFR 4.115, 4.115a, and 4.115b.  
 
Summary: During the internal review process, VA found an erroneous value and unit of measure were inadvertently included in the albumin/creatinine ratio (ACR).  This proposed value would have resulted in erroneous disability evaluations for multiple renal disabilities. Accordingly, VA is withdrawing the proposal and is developing a new proposal, to include correct ACR values, which it intends to publish at a later date.

Benefits:  There are no benefits associated with this rulemaking.  VA is merely withdrawing a proposed rulemaking, published in the Federal Register on July 28, 2017.
