Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AP46

Title of Regulation:  Prosthetic and Rehabilitative Items and Services 

Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of the Supplemental Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (SNPRM). 

The Need for the Regulatory Action: On October 16, 2017, the Department of Veterans Affairs published a proposed rulemaking to amend its regulations on the provision of prosthetic and rehabilitative items and services. This SNPRM provides clarification about one provision of that proposed rulemaking and seeks additional public comment on it.  

Estimated Impact:  VA has determined that there no new transfers or costs associated with this SNPRM.  VA published an impact analysis with the proposed rulemaking, that provided an analysis of the anticipated impact of the proposed rule.  This SNPRM does not have any impact on the proposed rule’s impact analysis.    

Assumptions and Methodology of the Analysis: On October 16, 2017, the Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) published a proposed rulemaking to amend its regulations on the provision of prosthetic and rehabilitative items and services, clarified eligibility criteria for such items and services, and defined the types of items and services available to eligible Veterans. See 82 FR 48018. VA received 305 comments during the public comment period, and many of those comments raised issues and concerns with proposed § 17.3240. In response to those comments, this supplemental notice of proposed rulemaking (SNPRM) provides clarification about the intended effect of proposed § 17.3240, explains VA’s current related practices, and requests additional public comments on proposed § 17.3240.

Paperwork Reduction Act: This SNPRM contains no provisions constituting a collection of information under the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995 (44 U.S.C. 3501-3521).
