Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AP61 


Title of Regulation: Supportive Services for Veteran Families Program.
  
Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking. 

The Need for the Regulatory Action  

The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) is amending its regulations that govern the Supportive Services for Veteran Families Program (SSVF).  This rulemaking would allow VA to continue to provide SSVF services in communities that have lost grants due to a termination of services to a grantee by reobligating funds to other existing SSVF grantees in or near the impacted community.  This reobligation of funds would prevent potential access issues associated with grant termination.  

Estimated Impact 

There are no additional costs or economic impact associated with the proposed changes in this rulemaking.  This rulemaking would merely describe the process SSVF would use to carry out current regulatory authority to reobligate funds. The program will continue to operate within the authorized appropriations level determined by the Congress.

Assumptions and Methodology of the Analysis  

Section 2044 of 38 U.S.C. established the program that provides and coordinates the provision of supportive services for very low-income veteran families occupying permanent housing, known as the Supportive Services for Veteran Families Program (SSVF).  The SSVF authorizes VA to award supportive services grants to private non-profit organizations and consumer cooperatives, who would provide or coordinate the provision of supportive services to very low-income veteran families who are residing in permanent housing, are homeless and scheduled to become residents of permanent housing within a specified time period, or ,after exiting permanent housing, are seeking other housing that is responsive to such very low-income veteran family's needs and preferences.  Appropriations were used to grant awards to private non-profit organizations and consumer cooperatives who would coordinate or provide supportive services to very low-income veteran families.  The SSVF program was reauthorized for appropriations of $300 million for FY2015.  

VA has requested $300 million in the FY2016 President’s Budget to continue the SSVF program.  This authorization of appropriations will require Congressional action.  VA assumes the time- and cost-based limitations restructured in this rulemaking will ensure the integrity of the SSVF’s mission to assist in the placement of veteran families in permanent housing.    VA believes the provisions are consistent with the authority granted by 38 U.S.C. 2044 and Congress’ intent in establishing the SSVF program and none of the proposals in the rulemaking would affect VA’s overall expenditure of funds.
