Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AP91 


Title of Regulation: VA Dental Insurance Program

Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking. 

The Need for Regulatory Action:  The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) is amending its regulations related to the VA Dental Insurance Program (VADIP), a program through which VA contracts with private dental insurers to offer premium-based dental insurance to enrolled veterans and certain survivors and dependents of veterans.  VADIP was initially authorized by section 510 of the Caregivers and Veterans Omnibus Health Services Act of 2010, Public Law 111–163 (2010).  The authority for VADIP has since been codified at 38 U.S.C. 1720C by the VA Dental Insurance Reauthorization Act of 2016, Public Law 114-218 (2016).  Public Law 114-218 also established a sunset date for VADIP of December 31, 2021, but otherwise did not make any substantive changes to the VADIP legal criteria as were established in section 510 of Public Law 111-163 or as are established by VA in regulation at 38 CFR 17.169. Therefore, VA amends only the authority citation for 38 CFR 17.169 in this final rule.

Estimated Impact: There are no costs associated with this rulemaking, as it merely updates the authority citation for 38 CFR 17.169 and makes no substantive changes.

Assumptions and Methodology of the Analysis: This rule amends 38 CFR 17.169 to update the authority citation for the VADIP to read 38 U.S.C. 1720C.  Under VADIP, VA contracts with private insurers to offer dental insurance, and the private insurer is then responsible for the administration of the dental insurance plan and the provision of dental benefits.  VA’s role under VADIP is primarily to form the contract with the private insurer and to verify the eligibility of veterans, survivors, and dependents.  This final rule merely updates the authority citation in the VADIP regulation as required by law and will not create any administrative or costing changes for the VADIP.
