Impact Analysis for RIN 2900-AQ05


Title of Regulation: Revise and Streamline VA Acquisition Regulation – Parts 844 and 845

Purpose: To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking. 

The Need for the Regulatory Action: The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) in this final rule implements FAR part 44 by making public VA’s additional requirements for providing its consent to subcontract, describes items that should be evaluated as a part of a contractor’s purchasing system review and establishes that contractors should determine whether subcontract items meet the FAR definition of a commercial item and implements and supplements FAR part 45 by addressing procedures for contractors to document their acquisition of property for use in the service of VA contracts; to address the transfer of title to the Government of contractor-acquired property; and to outline the procedures for the use of such property on a successor contract. 

Estimated Impact: There are no transfers or costs associated with this rulemaking. VA is merely adding existing and current regulatory requirements to the VAAR and removing any guidance that is applicable only to VA’s internal operating processes or procedures.  

Assumptions and Methodology of the Analysis: The VA is amending the VAAR to add new policy or regulatory requirements and to streamline it by removing any guidance that is applicable only to VA’s internal operating processes or procedures.  FAR 1.302, Limitations, requires that agency acquisition regulations shall be limited only to those necessary to implement the FAR policies and procedures within the agency and to any additional information needed to supplement the FAR to satisfy the specific needs of the agency. The VAAR is being updated to adhere to these FAR principles.

The main benefits are that this rule will add new coverage in the VAAR only as required to implement specific agency requirements, and will properly place internal procedures into a VA internal management environment, thereby allowing for timely revisions and updates as organizations change, permit levels of delegated authority to be more flexibly revised, and provide more rapid response to the changing needs of acquisition procedures and guidance.  This in turn will produce greater VA efficiency and effectiveness in the acquisition process. The public will also have a more streamlined and concise VAAR unencumbered by details of internal VA procedures.
