Impact Analysis for RIN 2900- AQ36


Title of Regulation: Prohibition of interment or memorialization of persons who have been convicted of Federal or State Capital Crimes or Certain Sex Offenses.

Purpose:  To determine the economic impact of this rulemaking.

Background/ The Need for the Regulatory Action:  The Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) amends its national cemetery regulations prohibiting the interment or memorialization of certain persons who have been convicted of Federal or State capital crimes.  This final rule also incorporates the statutory proscription against interment in a VA national cemetery or VA-funded State or tribal veterans’ cemeteries or memorialization in a VA national cemetery of a person who has been convicted of a Federal or State crime causing the person to be a tier III sex offender for purposes of the Sex Offender Registration and Notification Act; who, for such crime, has been sentenced to a minimum of life imprisonment; and whose conviction is final (other than a person whose sentence was commuted).  This prohibition was enacted as part of Public Law 112-260, the Dignified Burial and Other Veterans' Benefits Improvement Act of 2012.    

Estimated Impact:  VA has determined there are no transfers or savings associated with this rulemaking.  The regulatory changes in the final rule are consistent with current laws, VA policies and procedures and reflect routine current practice.  
	
Assumptions and Methodology of the Analysis: This rulemaking is developed in response to legislation requiring a programmatic change.  The programmatic change required by the statute has already been implemented.  The rulemaking codifies criteria for individuals who seek interment or memorialization in a national cemetery and is intended to inform the public when VA will prohibit interments in national cemeteries. 

Paperwork Reduction Act:  This final rule contains no provisions constituting a collection of information under the Paperwork Reduction Act of 1995.

PRA Impact: No incremental PRA costs exist for this rulemaking.
