PROJECT DESCRIPTION: 

Phase I of the project will consist of the demolition of Building No. 50 and the creation of 150 surface parking spaces.

Phase II of the project will consolidate all the existing Blind Rehabilitation functions at the VA Hines Hospital, which are currently performed in the 72-year-old Buildings 12 and 13, and the Spinal Cord Injury Rehabilitation/Dysfunction activities, currently located on the second floor of Building 200, into new Rehab Center(s).  There will be a total of 68 SCI beds and 34 BRC beds.

SPACE: New: Approximately 113,500 gross square feet. 

Renovation: Approximately 1,500 gross square feet.
TOTAL ESTIMATED PROJECT COST: $40.0 Million
