 PROJECT DESCRIPTION: Project will seismically upgrade Building 203 on the San Francisco VA Medical Center campus.  Building 203 constructed in 1976 is the core hospital building.  The seismic upgrade will correct significant risk to life safety and meet Department of Veterans Affairs seismic design requirements (H-18-8) by reinforcing exterior shear walls along the building perimeter.  A program of internal improvements is also planned; these improvements will correct patient privacy, disabled access, and upgrade building infrastructure systems.  4-bed patient rooms will be reconfigured to 2-bed patient rooms with private bathrooms.  Other improvements include air conditioning of patient rooms, HVAC controls, and upgrading the nurse call systems.
